Halfway through principle photography, primarily due to an abnormally wet and cold winter, the production team faced
unforeseen events that abruptly discontinued further shooting. With the production only covering six of its ten shooting
days about one third of the script had not been filmed. To recover the setback the post-production team assessed what
exactly needed to be filmed as a skeleton crew carried out contingency plans to continue filming. By late September all the
footage needed to complete the film was collected for editing. The film’s original music was simultaneocusly composed and
recorded in Cape Town alongside the editing process. By mid-November, the music tracks mixed in Dallas, Texas, were put
into place in the final cut. The post production team spent more time working on ensuring that the sound, visual effects, and
the other editing elements all worked together to compliment the film’s aesthetic. Wamkelekile was received exceptionally
well by audiences at the film's premiere and was accordingly awarded the Board of Executives award, the first award of its
kind, from the South African School of Motion Picture Medium and Live Performance (AFDA).
